Old Stories, Today's Women

The artist LIinos Owen explores the female figure through
a series of intricate portraits made through printmaking
and embroidery. Contemporary Welsh culture and
identity are interwoven with folklore and mythology to
create connections between old stories and women
today.

The labour involved in printmaking and embroidery is
important for the artist, as she acknowledges the
traditional roles of women in the home and workplace.
She chooses light and delicate materials to reflect the
fragile nature of our memories and connections with the
past. In contrast, she places contemporary images that
are youthful in spirit, with bright colours that celebrate
those experiences that shape us.

Originally from Caernarfon, Llinos currently lives and
works in London and studies Fine Art at the University of

Arts London.
