The BA and Diploma Fine Art at Bangor
University were introduced by Professor (and
artist) Mike Knowles in 1999 in response to
community based learning needs for part
time, multi-disciplinary art teaching. The
course mirrors the development of the
expanded field of contemporary art practice.
It employs a diverse group of experienced
practising artist-educators to support a wide-
ranging student cohort. The key principle of
the programme is to recognise and
encourage the development of that which is
distinctive in the individual student, and to
empower them with the means and skills
necessary to create work of aesthetic quality
and personal significance. The development
of ideas through visual and documentary
research is underpinned by a thorough
exploration of critical context and theory.

The central concept of sustainability of
practice and process reaching beyond the
course enables students to make a
substantial contribution to the creative,
social and economic profile of the region,
engaging with national and international
events and galleries.
