Synthesis is a fund to encourage scientists and artists working in
the performing arts to develop ideas together which bridge two
different worlds.

‘Slow-Time’

These images and artefacts are a selection from the project ‘Slow-
Time’ which explores shape, scale and time in the formation of salt
crystals.

The projectis a research collaboration between Interdisciplinary
Artist Rachel Rosen & Sustainable Chemist Vera Fitzsimmons-
Thoss. It has been conducted as a series of scientific and
technological experiments, using equipment and expertise from
the School of Electronic Engineering, the Arloesi Pontio Innovation
‘Fablab’ team and Halen Mén, the Anglesey Sea Salt company.

The current results of this ongoing research are shared as
specimens, images, objects and a time-lapse film. A temporary
installation on level 2 created with participants from the general
public uses simple folded paper shapes to echo the pyramidal
form that salt crystals sometimes take, and then ‘encrusted’ onto
the Pontio building.
